3. Explain why there was conflict between Carthage and Rome. (sentences)
4. Beginning in 264 B.C., Rome fought and won a series of wars with Carthage and other powers to gain control of the Mediterranean region.   As they first began to expand, Rome extended citizenship to some groups and became allies with others.  At the end of the Third Punic War, Rome burned Carthage, spread salt into the soil so crops would not grow and causing Carthage’s people to starve, enslaved Carthaginians, and made it a Roman province.
