· Herculaneum

· Explain the types of valuable information a discovery like Pompeii may provide historians.  Discuss whether or not you believe there are other great historical finds waiting to be discovered and what you hope humanity might learn from such a discovery.  

· Think about the level of destruction such a natural disaster would create and then discuss the challenges people would encounter in the aftermath.  Compare and contrast it to challenges faced in modern times due to natural disasters.
