Slavery in Rome Activity  

(Adapted from World History for Us All – Big Era 4, Closeup 4.5.2)
1) Individually, complete the “What I know” Section of the Slavery in Rome Graphic Organizer provided.
2) You will be placed in small groups and provided with one of the following readings (circle the group you were assigned to).  
a. The Slave Supply:  Introductory Essay

b. The Life of a Slave:  Introductory Essay

c. Manumission:  Introductory Essay

d. Abuse and Resistance:  Introductory Essay

3) Small Group – Read assigned reading

a. Highlight the most important pieces of information you think the class should know.

b. Condense into the “What I Learned” Column of the graphic organizer for your reading

c. Group will report findings to class 

d. Record each groups findings to complete the graphic organizer for each category.

4) Primary Source Documents – SOAPS Forms

a. Individually

i. 1 primary source per group member

ii. Each person in group will complete a SOAPS for Primary Source Documents worksheet for their own document (so each member’s SOAPS form will be different)

b. Small Group – 

i. Assist each other with any information you are having trouble locating or understanding – make needed addtions/changes

ii. Go around the group and each person share and discuss what their Primary source is about

iii. Select the one document from the group you think is the most interesting and important, you will present this to the class being sure to explain why you think it is interesting or important  
5) Journal Entry from Perspective of a Slave (read directions on the last page)
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Reflective Journal Entry Writing Prompt: - “Day in the Life of a Roman Slave” 

Note:  You may type the journal entry if you would like and/or need to.
After completing the readings and filling in the information about slavery presented by groups into the provided graphic organizer and participating in the primary source analysis please complete the writing prompt.    

Pretend you are a Roman slave who is writing a journal entry before going to bed.  Be sure to let the reader know which type of slave you are (what is your job?), how you became a slave, and how you feel about your life during this Roman time period.
